The 40-foot boats serve as floating laboratories to learn about the lake and river system. While on board, students see firsthand

their source of drinking water and develop an understanding of it by using scientific equipment to monitor water quality, view

wildlife through binoculars, and learn watershed concepts. Takeaways include how to become responsible water stewards by

protecting local streams and the watershed from pollution as well as the importance of water conservation in a changing climate.
